(a) Candidates should be of Indian Nationality

(b) Candidates should belong to the state of Andhra Pradesh and should satisfy local/non-local status requirements as laid down in the Andhra Pradesh Educational Institutions (Regulation of Admission) order, 1974 as subsequently amended.

(c) (i) Candidates should have passed 10+2 examination conducted by Board of Intermediate Education, Andhra Pradesh and should have secured not less than 50% marks in the aggregate with Mathematics as subject of examination.
(or)

(ii) Candidates should have passed three years diploma (10+3) in Engineering / Architecture conducted by the State Board of Technical Education and Training, Andhra Pradesh or its equivalent there to as recognized by State Board of Technical Education and Training, Andhra Pradesh and should have secured not less than 50% marks in the aggregate with Mathematics as subject of examination
