The Medical College and Hospital are situated adjacent to elaehast a campus spread
over 45 acres. The campus houses black stone buildings of old world chasim ashiwell
ventilated and illuminated. The college departments, the centralylianal residential areas are
distributed in various blocks spread over acre land on a single campus in the city.
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The massive hospital building is also very spacious with adequatalnidtimination
and ventilation. The campus has its own beautiful landscaped gardenscdtfreendly having
its own affluent water treatment plant and incinerator for evasinagement. It is also served by
a generator for round the clock electricity supply during poweur&i The college has 23
departments with state of the art facilities for teachindy hotdergraduate and postgraduate
students. In addition, the college has a separate department of Kanda@alture which is one
of the first in the state as well as a department of yoga science.

The Medical College Hospital has a 965 bed unit. Apart from providing certpat
services to various departments it also has inpatient faxiBevicing various departments. It
has a fully equipped Intensive Coronary Care Unit, Intensive Care Paidliatrics Intensive
Care Unit, Neonatal Care Unit, Surgical Intensive Care Ursipezialized isolated sterile burns
ward. All of these are fully equipped with required Monitors, Pulggni@ters, Defibrillators,
Ventilators, Infusion Pumps and various other specialized equipmentseredarr critical
patient care. The hospital is equipped with the advanced 1.5 tesla t4iR1 &slice CT Scan
along with routine radiological instrumentation like fixed x-raychiae, multiple portable x-ray
machines, 3D Colour Doppler etc. In addition the hospital has provided alina £quipment
in the labour room and portable colour Doppler in the ICU and ICCU. The &loafsid has a
fully developed Urology unit with all Endo urological equipment.l$bahas an extra corporeal
shock wave lithotripsy equipment. The department of Nephrology is equiggretbuwr Haemo
dialysis units and continuous ambulatory peritoneal dialysis fasiliire available. In the
department of Medicine a unit of Medical Gastro Enterology fanstwith availability of all
necessary video endoscopes for diagnostic and therapeutic procedureall Bargical
specialties, laproscopic instruments are available to cat&eoeral Surgery, Obst/Gynaec and
Urology departments. The hospital also has a Blood bank which funétio24 hours a day.
The department of Ophthalmology is highly equipped with YAG ladgitsde laser, Fundus
Camera and Computerized Perimetry etc.

The Central Laboratory functions 24 hours a day. The Biochemistopratory is
annually assessed by the Quality Control Department of Giridfiedical College. Vellore.
They evaluate laboratories on all India basis and on this basiglmratory ranks 11 at the
National Level.

We have a teaching faculty of significant eminence who havdheir mark on both
undergraduate and postgraduate students due to which the institutionirfea$ fgane. The
faculty members have held high academic positions like MembRledical Council of India,
Director Curriculum development cell, Rajiv Gandhi University ogltte Sciences, Bangalore.
Many have been Members of Board of Studies of Rajiv Gandhi Univerfsiealth Sciences,
Bangalore. In addition our faculty have held high positions in psafeal bodies of their
respective specialties as Chairman/Chair person of Stateciaion, Secretary or as Executive
Committee Members.
