3. Eligibility Criteria 

Degree / Diploma Programs: 

Applicants must meet all requirements stipulated by MCI / DCI. Accordingly, they 

should have successfully passed their M.B.B.S. / B.D.S. from an institution recognized by 

MCI / DCI, and must have completed or completing their internship by 30/04/2010. 
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MCI / DCI Norms: 
Every student, selected for admission to the Post Graduate Medical / Dental 

course in any of the Medical / Dental institutions in the country, shall possess recognized 

M.B.B.S. / B.D.S. degree or equivalent qualification and should have obtained permanent 

registration with the Medical Council of India / Dental Council of India, or any of the State 

Medical / Dental Council or should obtain the same with in one month from the date of 

admission, failing which the admission of the candidate shall be cancelled. 

In the case of a foreign national, the Medical Council of India / Dental Council of 

India may, on payment of the prescribed fee for the registration, grant temporary 

registration for the duration of the Post Graduate training restricted to the college / 

institution to which the applicant is admitted for the time being exclusively for Post 

Graduate studies. Temporary registration to such foreign national shall be subject to the 

condition that such person is duly registered as medical practitioner in his own country 

from which he / she has obtained his / her basic Medical / Dental  qualification and that his 

/ her degree is recognized by the corresponding Council or concerned authority in India. 

As per the Post Graduate Regulation 2000 of Medical Council of India, 

the minimum percentage of marks in the Entrance Test (COMEDK PGET-

2010) for eligibility for admission to Post Graduate Courses shall be 50% for 

General Merit candidates and 40% for the candidates belonging to Scheduled 

Castes, Scheduled Tribes and Other Backward Classes belonging to Karnataka 

State.  

As specified by the Dental Council of India, the minimum percentage of 

marks in the Entrance Test (COMEDK PGET-2010) for eligibility for admission 

to Post Graduate Courses shall be 50% for General Merit candidates and 40% 

for the candidates belonging to Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes and Other 

Backward Classes belonging to Karnataka State. 

Rank list / Rank Card will be prepared only for those candidates who 

become eligible for admission to Post Graduate Courses as per the regulations 

of Medical Council of India / Dental Council of India Regulations.  

4. About Member Institutions 

Unaided, private Medical and Dental colleges which are members of COMEDK, 

across the State of Karnataka, offer various courses in Medical and Dental studies at Post 

Graduate level. The courses offered at the Post Graduate level include both Degree and 

Diploma programs. Colleges which have indicated their willingness to make admission to 

their Post Graduate courses based on merit in the Common Entrance Test organized by 

COMEDK (COMEDK PGET-2010).  
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Note:  

 Minority status applicable to candidates of Karnataka origin only for admission to 

respective minority status colleges. 

 Claims (claiming minority status) made by candidates as belonging to Karnataka 

origin or Religious or Linguistic minority status etc., is not verified while sending 

TAT for COMEDK-PGET-2010. However, if such a candidate qualifies for 

attending centralized counseling, it will be his/her responsibility to furnish original 

documents issued by competent authorities to the satisfaction of COMEDK 

authorities, failing which such a candidate will be considered only under All India 

General Merit. 

 Declaration once made in the application with regard to the category 

status like SC, ST, OBC, Minority etc., will not be changed subsequently 

either prior to test or counseling.

A. No, this test is open to all the eligible students in the country. 
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Q.  Are candidates applying from outside the state of Karnataka eligible to 
get the benefit of lower eligibility qualifying marks? 

A.  No, candidates applying from outside the state of Karnataka are not eligible to get 

the benefit of lower eligibility qualifying marks 

Q. I have finished my M.B.B.S. a few years ago. Am I eligible for these 
courses? 

A. Yes, you can apply for the notified courses, as long as you fulfill the basic eligibility 

as prescribed by MCI / DCI. 

Q. Is there an age limit for admission to the courses? 

A. No, there is no age limit for admission to the courses. 

Q. I am interested in applying for certain courses, but these are not listed 
in the course list provided in this brochure. 

A. The course list provided in this brochure is limited to only those courses offered by 

COMEDK Member Institutions. 

Q. When is the last date to apply? 

A. All filled-in applications must reach the office of COMEDK on or before 31st 

December 2009 Thursday, by 5:30PM. Applications received after the stipulated 

date and time will be liable for rejection. 

Q. What is the procedure of seat selection? 

A. For the academic year 2010-2011, selection of seats for the Post Graduate courses 

in Member Institutions will be based on merit, taking into account the performance of 

the candidate in COMEDK PGET-2010, COMEDK entrance test & publication of test 

score and rank list will be followed by central counseling (Single window).

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Q. I want to seek clarification of my test score. Should I send a DD of 
Rs.250/-? 

A. You have to send a DD of Rs.250. (Rs.250 per OMR sheet) along with the format 

(Appendix-II of Brochure) 

Q. Would I get a refund for the amount, which I have sent along with my 
clarification/s? 

A. You would be entitled for a refund only to the extent your clarification/s is/are 

upheld by the COMEDK academic committee.

1) Religious Minority 2) Linguistic Minority 

Candidates belonging to Karnataka State only are eligible to claim the minority 

status. Minority College is entitled to admit candidates from their own minority group 

only. Candidates seeking admission only under minority status should have secured not 

less than 50% just as General candidates in COMEDK PGET 2010.
