1. An in-service candidate who is already holding a Post Graduate Degree in any speciality shall not be eligible for admission to any other Post Graduate Degree.

2. An in-service candidate who is studying in any Post Graduate Degree course shall not be eligible for admission .

3. No candidate who is above forty-five years as on the last date fixed for receipt of application shall be eligible for admission.

In addition to the above the in-service doctors, physiotherapists, nurses & pharmacists should apply through proper channel 
and also should furnish the following information:

1. Whether they have been deputed to any postgraduate Degree courses earlier by the Government.

2. Whether they belong to SC / ST category.

3. Whether any enquiry is pending against him / her.

4. Whether he / she is under suspension / unauthorized absence.

Note:All in-service candidates have to appear for the entrance test.  It is mandatory according to the Hon’ble Supreme Court judgement in the Gopal Thirthani vs State of Madhya Pradesh.  THE ACTUAL ALLOTMENT OF SEATS TO ELIGIBLE CANDIDATES WILL DEPEND ON THE STATE GOVERNMENT RULES PREVALENT AS ON THE TIME. Candidates are requested to send an advance copy to REGISTRAR,RGUHS,KARNATAKA,BANGALORE.
