AIT has an Alumni Association which maintains a record of all ex- students. The Association is registered as a society. Membership to the Association is compulsory to all students. One time life membership fee of Rs 1,025/- (Rs 1,000/- as membership fee and Rs 25/- as registration charges) is collected at the time of admission to the third year. 

CAMPUS AND SUPPORT FACILITIES

AIT is located at approximately 13 kms from Pune Railway Station near Dighi Hills on Alandi Road. It is a residential and self-contained campus in a superb, pollution free environment. Number of sports and allied facilities exist within the Campus. AIT is well connected by bus service to the city including direct and frequent services to the Pune Railway Station.

Banking.
An ATM of HDFC bank is available within the Academic Block. All students are advised to avail of this service. Bank of Baroda and Bank of Maharashtra also have branches within five kms of AIT.

Cafeteria.
There are two cafeterias which provide a range of options of eatables to the students within the Campus.

Shopping Complex.    A CSD, Grocery cum Fruit Shop, automated laundry and a stationery shop form part of the shopping complex within AIT.

The Cable TV network of select channels are available free of cost to the students in the hostels.

STD/ Fax Booth.
AIT has its own exclusive STD/FAX booth.

Internet Cafe.
 
An Internet Café is located in the Academic Block to provide Internet and e-mail facilities to students beyond College timings. In addition, internet terminals have been provided in the Girls Hostel to facilitate late night access. Reliance Infocom provides broadband internet connection to students in their rooms. This provides internet services to students desirous of internet connection in their respective room at affordable rates. 
HOSTEL AND CATERING
16.
AIT being a residential Institute, staying in hostel is compulsory for all students. It is mandatory to dine in the students’ mess. Messing charges have to be paid in addition to the hostel fee at the time of admission. Students, whose parents are staying in Pune, or staying in separated family accommodation or have settled in Pune after retirement may be permitted to stay out of campus on obtaining formal permission. First year students will however, be not allowed to stay outside the Campus. AIT Management retains the right to grant permission to such students to stay outside, on case-to-case basis. The Management also retains the right to expel any student from the hostel in case he/ she is found to violate the hostel/College Rules. Expulsion may be carried out at short notice and without assigning any reason for the same. Students expelled on grounds of indiscipline will not be refunded the hostel fee paid by them.

Day scholars will not be exempted from any academic, sports, social or other functions conducted in the College.

18.
Separate hostels for boys and girls are available with separate mess, kitchen and recreation facilities for each. 
PERSONALITY DEVELOPMENT

19.
The fully residential nature of AIT makes it feasible for students to avail of the large number of facilities. AIT gives great importance to development of personality through participation in cultural activities.  Literary, music and dramatics   clubs exist in addition to NSS activities like trekking, blood donation camps, vaccination, tree plantation etc. AIT provides excellent facilities for cricket, tennis, table tennis, basketball, football, volleyball, handball, badminton and squash. A well-equipped gymnasium is available for students. For girls, separate gymnasium is provided.

ADMISSION CRITERIA

General

20.
Admission to AIT is on the basis of merit obtained in the AIEEE-2007. Special weightages are given (as mentioned in Para 22 of this Prospectus) to the candidates meeting the eligibility criteria of AIT. AIEEE-2007 application forms and the Information Bulletin will be available at specified bank branches and designated institutions by CBSE. Details of this will be advertised by AIEEE-2007 in leading national dailies in the month of December 2006. AIT does not deal with distribution of AIEEE – 2007 forms and connected query if any, may be obtained from concerned authorities.

As proof of the award, a photocopy (duly CTC) of the Part II Order / Copy of the citation / Government of India Gazette Notification conferring the award clearly specifying the gallantry nature of the award should be submitted with the application for claiming the weightage, in absence of the same, specified percentage  will not be added.  No representation in this regard will be entertained subsequently. 
Eligibility
24.
Age Criteria

(a) The candidate must be between 16 and 21 years as on 01 Jul 2007.

(b) Proof of Age.
The date of birth recorded in the matriculation or equivalent (Class X) certificate or in the Secondary Education Board /University certificate only will be accepted as proof of age.

(c) There is no age restriction on war widows who seek admission to AIT. They must however meet the requirements of medical fitness and all other eligibility conditions as specified in the succeeding Paragraphs.

 Mandatory Eligibility Requirements.
(a) 
The applicant must be a citizen of India or a person of Indian origin from any foreign country but who intends to settle permanently in India and obtains Indian citizenship before admission to AIT.

(b) 
The applicant must fall into one of the following categories: -

(i) Child of a serving regular Army person. Certificate 1 will be submitted in respect of regular Army personnel, and will be signed by OC Unit. Children of officers who are re-employed by Army will also submit this certificate.

(ii) War widow in receipt of liberalised pension. Certificate 2 signed by OC Unit/Record Office/DSS & A Board to be submitted. A photocopy of the death certificate will also be attached.

(iii) Child of a retired Army person who is in receipt of regular pension.      Certificate 3A signed by DSS & A Board/ Record Office is to be submitted. 

(iv) Child of an Army person who died during service/after retirement and the family pension is granted. Certificate 3B signed by DSS & A Board/Record Office is to be submitted.

(v) Child in receipt of family pension due to death of both parents, one of whom was regular/retired Army person and family pension is granted. Certificate 3B signed by DSS & A Board/Record Office is to be submitted.


(vi)
Wards of all ex-servicemen including ex-short service commissioned officers who have taken retirement after 10 years of completed service will be eligible for admission to AIT. Certificate 3C signed by DSS & A Board/Record Office to be submitted with application.

Adopted/ Step Children.


(a) 
Adopted Children.    Adoption by serving/retired Army personnel should have been done before 01 Jul 2002.

(b) 
Step Children.     Step children are eligible provided they are born as a result of a marriage where at least one parent belonged to the Army.

Children of medical officers presently serving with IN or IAF who have served with the Army for more than 10 years and are members of AOBF are eligible.

Certificate 4 will be submitted by them as proof of eligibility.

(b) 
Eligibility Criteria for Children of APS Personnel.   The following are eligible: -

Children of APS personnel classified as ex-servicemen as per Government of India, Ministry of Defence letter No 9(52)/88/D (Res) dated 19 July 89.

(ii)
Children of those APS personnel who are on deputation and who have put in more than 10 yrs service in the Army.
(iii)
Children of APS personnel who are directly recruited into APS and of those who, as per their terms and conditions of service, retired from APS after completing their minimum pensionable service.

Certificate 5 will be attached by the applicants of this category.

(c) 
Eligibility Criteria for Children of MNS/TA Personnel. The following are eligible: -

Children of those MNS officers who have 10 yrs service as regular Army MNS officers or are in receipt of pension from the Army.

Children of those TA personnel who have completed 10 years of embodied service.

Certificate 6 must be attached as proof of eligibility by such applicants.

Candidates Who are Not Eligible. The following category of candidates is not eligible: -

Children of widows of Army personnel born out of re-marriage with Non-Army personnel and children of personnel who are directly enrolled or are permanently deputed to the following (unless they are in receipt of regular Army pension): -

A candidate who has passed any examination of a Statutory University recognised as equivalent to the corresponding examination of Pune University shall not be permitted to appear for that examination with the same subjects (University of Pune Ordinance 115 refers) i.e., candidate who has completed First Year engineering from any Institute throughout the country is NOT eligible for re-admission in First Year Engineering at AIT.

29.
Academic Qualifications and
Criteria.
The following qualifications must be met by the applicant applying for admission into AIT: -

(a) 
Minimum (Qualifying Exam).  The applicant must have passed the (10+2) CBSE exam or the Indian School Certificate (10+2 or XII) ISC exam or its equivalent Higher Secondary (Std XII) Certificate Exam from a recognised Board/University with English, Physics, Chemistry and Maths as compulsory subjects.

(b) 
PCM Requirement.  The candidate must have passed the exam with Physics, Chemistry and Maths taken together at one and the same sitting. He/she should have secured not less than 50% marks (combined total) in the subjects of Physics, Chemistry and Maths. This is subject to directions from AICTE / Government of Maharashtra / University of Pune.

(c) 
Proof of Academic Qualification 
(i) 
Those who have appeared for the Qualifying Exam.
Candidates, who appear for the qualifying exam in 2007, may also apply for the admission to AIT. They must however submit the mark sheet as proof of passing the said exam if they are called for admission/ counselling. A certified true copy of the said mark sheet should be posted so as to reach AIT by 01 July 2007. 

(ii) 
Those Who Have Already Passed in the Qualifying Exam. Those who have already passed the qualifying exam must submit the attested mark sheets of the qualifying examination along with the application form.
(iii)
If after passing the qualifying (class XII) examination by the candidates, there is a gap of one or more years between the period  College/Institute from where Class XII was passed and joining AIT, the candidate shall submit an affidavit (signed before Magistrate on stamp paper worth Rs 10/-) stating that the candidate did not join any course during the said period in any other statutory University /Institute.  In case, candidate had joined any College/University during this gap, the same shall be mentioned in the affidavit.
(d) 
Compartment Cases.  
A candidate who fails in Physics, Chemistry or Maths (one or more subject) is not eligible for admission to First Year Engineering.

30.
University Eligibility Conditions.  Any conditions, over and above those mentioned above, specified by the University of Pune, Government of Maharashtra and AICTE will be applicable to the candidates applying for admission to AIT.

31.
Onus of Ensuring Eligibility Rests with the Candidate.      It is the responsibility of the candidates to ensure that he/she possesses the requisite minimum academic qualification and is eligible in all other respects as per the instructions given in this Prospectus for applying to AIT. The final acceptance of eligibility will rest with the AIT Management and University of Pune in all cases and this will be decided at the time of provisional admission and also later during scrutiny of papers by University of Pune.

Notification of Results.   
The inter-se-merit of the candidates who have applied to AIT and are found eligible will be prepared based on the performance in the AIEEE-2007 and the grant of weightage (if any). The merit list will be displayed on the AIT Website www.aitpune.com and the Notice Board at AIT. The Roll Number and names of the first 500 candidates in the merit list will also be forwarded to AWES Cell, Army HQ and all HQ Commands.

Call for Admission.
(a)   Confirmed Seats.     Joining Instructions to the first 240 candidates on the confirmed seat list will be forwarded within three weeks of declaration of AIT merit list. These candidates will report to AIT for completion of admission formalities on the day, date and time mentioned in the Joining Instructions.

(b)     Chance Seats. 

 Chance list candidates (merit No 241 to 500) will be called on the day, date and time mentioned in the Joining Instruction. These candidates will have to come entirely at their own risk and responsibility on the said dates.

Seats left vacant, if any, after fully exhausting the list of eligible candidates who appeared in AIEEE- 2007 and have applied to AIT will be allotted by the competent authority of Government of Maharashtra. The procedure for allotment of these seats will be decided by Government of Maharashtra.

MODE OF OFFERING ADMISSION

Following procedure will be adopted for admission of the candidates who have qualified as above:-

Students will be allotted the branch of engineering in accordance with their choices and vacancy in the branch.

Seats of candidates not present on the day/ date and time allotted to them as per the Joining Instructions for reporting, will be offered to the subsequent candidate in the order of AIT merit.

Those candidates who were offered confirmed seats and who failed to appear as per Joining Instructions will lose the claim to his/ her merit. However, in case such a candidate presents himself/herself at a later time but during the admission process, a seat, if still vacant, at that point of time, will be allotted to the said candidate. The merit of such a candidate will stand relegated to one below the seat last allotted.

(d) 
Those candidates who fail to take admission against chance seats will NOT be given any more chance.

(e)
Candidates on the chance list who are called up will not be entitled to any guaranteed admission. Seats to these candidates will be allotted on merit and only if available. Only those candidates, who avail of the chance offer the first time, will be called for admission once more in case any seat remaining vacant.
(f)
The candidate must be personally present at the time of admission. He/she however may be represented by his/her parents or a representative (with an authority letter from parents concerned) in case it is not possible for him / her to be personally present. However, once admitted, the candidate must report to AIT at the earliest/ on the date specified at the time of admission failing which the 
admission of the said candidate will stand cancelled.
RELATIVE MERIT IN CASES OF EQUAL AIT MERIT
43.
In the rare case of two or more candidates obtaining the same rank in the AIT merit list, the inter-se-merit will be decided on the basis of the following order of priority.

A candidate securing higher aggregate marks in PCM subjects in the qualifying exam.

(b) 
In case of those with the same aggregate marks in PCM, candidate securing higher marks in the Mathematics paper of qualifying Exam.

(c) 
In case marks secured in the Mathematics paper is also the same, marks secured in Physics and chemistry (in that order) in the qualifying exam will be considered for deciding the relative merit.

No Third Party Arbitration on Preparation of Merit List.  The decision of AIT Management with respect to the preparation of the merit list will be final and no third party arbitration on this matter will be accepted. All legal cases will be within the jurisdiction of courts at Pune.

45.
Provisional Admission.   All admissions made by AIT are provisional. An admission will be considered final only when the eligibility of the candidate is accepted by the University of Pune.

46.  Provisional Allotment of Branch of Engineering Subjects and Subsequent Re-adjustments. The branch of engineering, (according to the choice indicated by the candidate at the time of admission) will be allotted initially on the basis of inter-se-merit on a provisional basis. Readjustment of branch during admission processes/ during the academic year 2007 - 08 may be carried out later, subject to availability of seats and as per rules and policies in vogue. 
Note: - 
Inter-branch transfer may be possible later in the next academic year (i.e. in the beginning of Second Year) based on the performance of First Year (combined performance of both first and second semesters) and revised choice of the candidate subject to availability of vacant seats in the concerned branch.

Candidate’s Inability to Report on the Due Date.

If due to an unavoidable reason the

candidate is unable to report to AIT for completion of admission formalities, his / her parent / guardian / authorised representative may report to AIT with all the relevant documents. A letter of authority in such cases will be issued by the candidate/ parent and the decision/ option exercised by such representative at the time of admission will be final and binding upon the candidate. The authorised representative should deposit requisite fees on allotment of seat/branch.
