The University has adopted the Semester System of Examinatios iss inception in most of its
educational programmes. Students admitted to any programme undergo rac@gsika of study as per the syllabi
laid down by the University and there is continuous evaluation of students’ performangghtiut the semesters
in addition to the end-term University examinations. Th@imum period requiredor completion of a
programme is the programme duration as specified in the Schexawination and Syllabi for the concerned
programme. Thenaximum permissible periofbr completing a programme is equal to the minimum period
required as per the Scheme of Examination and Syllabi plus 2 yeatsdént is eligible to receive a degree of
the University on passing such examinations as may be prescribed by the University

18.1 Attendance and Re-Admission

A student is required to have a minimum attendance of 75% in aggdgdt the courses taken together in
a semester/year. However, Dean of the School in case of Utyv8chools and Principal/Director in case of
University maintained/affiliated institutes may condone attendahoetage upto 5% for individual student for
reasons beyond control of the student. Under no circumstances, a student amag@egate attendance of less
than 70% in a semester/year will be allowed to appear in the semester/annuahgaam

All the Deans of University Schools of Studies and Directoirs¢irals of affiliated institutions are
responsible for ensuring that no student who has less than 70% of attemdansemester/year is allowed to
appear in the end semester/annual examinations. In case any student appeatsthy defl-term examinations,
who, in fact, should have been detained by the School/Institute, his/béirsteall be treated as null and void.
Deans of University Schools of Studies and Directors/Principals of atiliatstitutions shall also ensure ttz
students who are detained due to shortage of attendance are rmtomoted to the next semester. Such
students shall be required to take re-admission and repeatl courses of the said semester with next batch
of the students.

In respect to re-admissions, it is clarified that readmissiansbe made by the Deans of the University
Schools of Studies and Directors/Principals of affiliated coledeheir own end.

18.3 Evaluation and Award of Degree / Gold Medal

The overall weightage of a course in the Syllabi and Scherixarhination is determined in terms of
credits assigned to the course.
